DATE: September 7, 2014

SUBJECT: THE FOREFATHERS OF THE CHOSEN PEOPLE OF ISRAEL—The Calling of Abraham
SCRIPTURES: Genesis 12:1-8; Joshua 24:2; Gal. 3:8-9, 14; Acts 7:2-8

AIM: To show the children the origin of the people (children) of Israel with the calling out of their forefather Abraham from idolatry to follow the one true God.

MEMORY VERSE: 

Older levels: Genesis12:1-2a “Now Jehovah said to Abram, Go from your land And from your relatives And from your father's house To the land that I will show you; And I will make of you a great nation, …”
Younger levels: Genesis 12:7a “And Jehovah appeared to Abram and said, To your seed I will give this land. …”

DATE: September 14, 2014

SUBJECT: THE FOREFATHERS OF THE CHOSEN PEOPLE OF ISRAEL—Isaac, the Promised Son of Abraham (Part 1)
SCRIPTURE: Genesis 15:1-6; 17:1-8, 15-16, 19; 21:1-3; 22:1-18

AIM: To introduce Abraham’s son Isaac and to show that God keeps His promises.

MEMORY VERSE: 
Older levels: Proverb 3:5 “Trust in Jehovah with all your heart, And do not rely on your own understanding;”

Psalm 18:30a “As for God - His way is perfect ; The word of Jehovah is tried.” 
Younger levels: Proverb 3:5 “Trust in Jehovah with all your heart, And do not rely on your own understanding;”

DATE: September 21, 2014

SUBJECT: THE FOREFATHERS OF THE CHOSEN PEOPLE OF ISRAEL—Isaac, the Promised Son of Abraham (Part 2)
SCRIPTURE: Genesis 15:1-6; 17:1-8, 15-16, 19; 21:1-3; 22:1-18; 24:1-67

AIM: To introduce Abraham’s son Isaac and his role in God’s promise to Abraham.

MEMORY VERSES: 

Both levels: Proverbs 3:5-6 “ Trust in Jehovah with all your heart, /And do not rely on your own understanding; /In all your ways acknowledge Him, /And He will make your paths straight.”

DATE: September 28, 2014

SUBJECT THE FOREFATHERS OF THE CHOSEN CHILDREN OF ISRAEL—Jacob, the Father of the Israelites 
SCRIPTURE: Genesis 25:19-34; 27:1-46; 28:1-5; 29:1-30; 30:25-43; 31-33

AIM: To introduce Isaac’s son Jacob (Abraham’s grandson) and his role in God’s promise to Abraham. 

MEMORY VERSE: 

Older levels: Genesis 28:15 “And, behold, I am with you and will keep you wherever you go and will cause you to return to this land, for I will not leave you until I have done what I have promised you.”

Younger levels: Genesis 28:15a,c  “And, behold, I am with you …, for I will not leave you until I have done what I have promised you.”

DATE: October 5, 2014

SUBJECT: THE TRAVELS OF THE CHOSEN CHILDREN OF ISRAEL: The Birth of Moses
SCRIPTURE: Exodus 1:1-22; 2:1-10; Acts 7:17-21; Hebrews 11:23

AIM: To inspire the children to have a healthy fear toward God by obeying Him and by caring for others. 

MEMORY VERSES:
Older levels: Psalm 11:10a “The fear of Jehovah is the beginning of wisdom;”

1 Peter 2:17 “Honor all men. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the king.”

Younger levels: Psalm 11:10a “The fear of Jehovah is the beginning of wisdom;”

DATE: October 19, 2014
SUBJECT: THE TRAVELS OF THE CHOSEN CHILDREN OF ISRAEL: God Calls Moses in the Burning Bush
SCRIPTURE: Exodus 2:11-25; 3:1-22; 4:1-20, 27-31; Acts 7:22-34

AIM: To help the children see and believe that the Lord will help us and strengthen us to do all things that He asks us to do.

MEMORY VERSES:
Older levels: Isaiah 41:10 “Do not be afraid, for I am with you; Do not be dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen you; surely I will help you; Surely I will uphold you with the right hand of My righteousness.”

Younger levels: Isaiah 41:10a “Do not be afraid, for I am with you; Do not be dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen you; surely I will help you;”

DATE: October 26, 2014
SUBJECT: THE TRAVELS OF THE CHOSEN CHILDREN OF ISRAEL: Plagues Upon Egypt (1)
SCRIPTURE: Exodus 5:1-23; 6:1-13, 26-30; 7:1-25; 8:1-19 
AIM: We should not be stubborn persons with hard hearts; we should desire to have a soft heart and be those who listen to the Lord and His representatives.

MEMORY VERSES:
Older levels: Hebrew 4:7b “Today, if you hear His voice, do not harden your hearts.”; 

Proverb 8:33 “Hear instruction, and be wise; And do not neglect it.”;

Younger levels: Hebrew 4:7b “Today, if you hear His voice, do not harden your hearts.”; 

DATE: November 2, 2014

SUBJECT: THE TRAVELS OF THE CHOSEN CHILDREN OF ISRAEL: Plagues Upon Egypt (2)
SCRIPTURE: Exodus 8:20-32; 9:1-35; 10:1-29

AIM: To see how terrible it is to be a stubborn and hard-hearted person, and that we should be good listeners. 
MEMORY VERSES: 

Older levels: 2 Corinthians 6:14a, 17 “Do not become dissimilarly yoked with unbelievers….Therefore ‘come out from their midst and be separated, says the Lord, and do not touch what is unclean; and I will welcome you’;”
Younger levels: Romans 13:1a “Let every person be subject to the authorities over him, for there is no authority except from God…”
DATE: November 9, 2014

SUBJECT: THE TRAVELS OF THE CHOSEN CHILDREN OF ISRAEL: The Passover

SCRIPTURE: Exodus 11:1-10; 12:1-51; Deuteronomy 6:20-25

AIM: To see that our trustworthy and all-sufficient God desires to carry out His promises to us and to deliver us, however; we need to learn to obey Him and follow His instructions carefully. 

MEMORY VERSES: 

Older levels: Exodus 12:28 “And the children of Israel went and did so; just as Jehovah had commanded Moses and Aaron, so they did.”

John 1:29 “The next day he saw Jesus coming to him and said, Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!”

Younger levels: Exodus 12:28 “And the children of Israel went and did so; just as Jehovah had commanded Moses and Aaron, so they did.”

DATE: November 16, 2014

SUBJECT: THE TRAVELS OF THE CHOSEN CHILDREN OF ISRAEL: Crossing the Red Sea
SCRIPTURE: Exodus 13:17-22; 14:1-31; 15:1-21

AIM: To see that God is always on our side and we do not need to be afraid when we have difficulties and problems.

MEMORY VERSES:
Older levels: Psalm 86:6-7  “Give ear, O Jehovah, to my prayer, And give heed to the voice of my supplications. In the day of my distress I call upon You, For You answer me.” 

Younger levels: Psalm 50:15 “And call upon Me in the day of trouble: I will deliver you, and you will glorify Me.”

DATE: November 23, 2014

SUBJECT: THE TRAVELS OF THE CHOSEN CHILDREN OF ISRAEL: God’s Provision of Food and Drink

SCRIPTURE: Exodus 15:22-27; 16:1-36; 17:1-7

AIM: To see that God is faithful to supply our daily needs. Therefore, we need not be anxious nor complain and sin against God.

MEMORY VERSES:
Older levels: Philippians 4:6, 19  “In nothing be anxious, but in everything, by prayer and petition with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God;… And my God will fill your every need according to His riches, in glory, in Christ Jesus.”;

Younger levels: 1 Thessalonians 5:18 “In everything give thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.”

DATE: November 30, 2014

SCRIPTURE: Exodus 19:1-25; 20:1-11
AIM: To see that the laws God made show us what kind of person He is and what kind of people He wants us to be—like Him. God’s commandments also show us how we can please Him by obeying His commandments.

MEMORY VERSES:
Both levels: Exodus 19:4b-5 “…I bore you on eagles' wings and brought you to Myself. …, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be My personal treasure…”

DATE: December 7, 2014

SCRIPTURE: Exodus 20:1-2, 12-17 
AIM: To see that the laws God made show us what kind of person He is and what kind of people He wants us to be—like Him. God’s commandments also show us how we can please Him by obeying His commandments.

MEMORY VERSES:
Older levels: Exodus 20:12 -17 

12 Honor your father and your mother, that your days may be extended upon the land which Jehovah your God is giving you; 

13 You shall not kill; 

14 You shall not commit adultery; 

15 You shall not steal; 

16 You shall not testify with false testimony against your neighbor

17 You shall not covet … anything that belongs to your neighbor.
